The prestigious Governor’s Cup has been won by the same stud for the third time running – 
and shared with one which celebrates their debut. 
 
Elgin’s Bandeeka cattle stud have made it three in a row and Tammin’s Manunda sheep 
stud are celebrating their first win in the IGA Perth Royal Show competition. The hotly-
contested Governor’s Cup is awarded to the exhibitor with the most points in livestock 
exhibits covering sheep, cattle, horses, goats and alpacas. 
 
Wayne and Pippa Button from Manunuda Stud are long-time exhibitors at the Royal Show 
and say they were surprised and overwhelmed at the award.  
 
The stud brought 12 Merino sheep to compete at the Show and won 12 first ribbons and two 
seconds.  
 
“I am sure this will do great things for our exposure to other people,” says Wayne Button. 
“It’s a great opportunity for a bigger cross-section of people to see our sheep and appreciate 
the breed.” 
 
From the small town of Elgin, in between Bunbury, Boyanup and Capel, Bandeeka Stud 
brought their Simmental and Red Angus cattle to show off their best side at the IGA Perth 
Royal Show 2008. 
 
“It’s a huge honour and we are so proud,” says Bandeeka’s Loreen Kitchen. “It’s been a 
huge surprise this year. We definitely didn’t have any idea because we were not feeling that 
confident.  
 
”We’re also so proud of The Royal Agricultural Society of WA and what they achieve every 
year with these competitions.” 
 
This is the stud’s third consecutive win plus they also took home the Governor’s Cup in 
1998. This year they also won the Interbreed Best Heifer and Interbreed Cow, which are not 
counted in the cup point count.  
 
President of The Royal Agricultural Society of WA, Tony Devitt, says the shared win the 
Governor’s Cup is another example of the high standard of exhibits at the IGA Perth Royal 
Show 2008. 
 



“From feedback and what I have seen this year, this is yet another indicator that our animals 
are as good as any found in Australia. It’s very important for the Show to have these big 
animals here.”
