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Agricultural art has a flair all its own

A pastel from a Merredin artist has taken out first prize for best artwork in the Shell Agricultural Art
Award at this year’s IGA Perth Royal Show.

Anne Sutherland’s After Glow was named best artwork overall. She won $1800 in prize money.

Runner up was Jhon Harrison of Margaret River with his acrylic titled Karri Me Home. His prize was
worth $600.

The J J Award for Commendation & Encouragement goes to Suzanne Halsall, from Albany, for an
oil titled Rodeo. A full-time painter for the past five years, Suzanne’s painting won first prize in the
Beverly art competition, which is where she grew up.

Entries in the Shell Agricultural Art Award must have won a local competition either through affiliated
agricultural societies around Western Australia, a significant fine art exhibition or during an
agricultural open day.

The awards were announced yesterday at a function at the IGA Perth Royal Show 2008.

Twenty-five pieces are hanging in David Buttfield House on the Showground for the duration of the
Show.

While the judges have made their choice, the public are invited to vote for their favourite piece
during the week by filling in a form. Last year's Shell Agricultural Art award winner was Sally, Ready
for Work which was painted by Gilliam Morey from Kojonup.

The IGA Perth Royal Show 2008 is on from September 27 to October 4.
