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The best snappers are at the Royal Show 
 
 
From lions and shearers to misty vistas and fishnet stockings, the entries in the 23rd Perth National 
Photographic Exhibition are wide and varied.  
 
The trophy for most successful exhibiting photographer was won by Gooseberry Hill’s Tony Hopkins 
who was also named the most successful WA exhibitor. 
 
The youth section winner of the APS Bronze Herbert Medallion is local student Alyshia Davitt with 
her photo titled Lana.  
 
The award for best slide – and winner of the Australian Photographic Society Plaque – was Gary 
Weber from New South Wales with Blue Wren With Robber Fly. Weber also won first place in the 
nature slides category.  
 
The Australian Photographic Society Plaque for best print went to New South Wales’ Jenni Horsnell 
with By The Lagoon. She also won a first place in the open mono prints category. 
 
“It has been a very exciting competition,” says organiser Maureen Ivimey. “We’re part of the national 
competition and the standard has been wonderfully high.” 
 
WA photographers accounted for 28.51% of the competition entries from a field of 1134. The largest 
percentage – 52.63% came from New South Wales, followed by Queensland with 45.63%. 
 
“We also have the biggest youth section of any national competition which reflects the excellence of 
photography teaching in high schools here,” says Ms Ivimey. 
 
As well as enjoying the winning entries, Show goers should not miss the “altered reality” section of 
photos. These entries feature photos which have been modified and like new and emerging 
techniques in digital photography, continues to grow annually. Next year it will have its own section 
in the competition.  
 
During the Show, the public are invited to vote for their favourite photograph as part of the Show 
Patrons’ Selection category. The 2007 Peoples’ Choice Award went to Jenni Horsnell with Galah 
Reflections. 
 
The Perth National Photographic Competition is conducted by the Royal Agricultural Society of WA 
and exhibited at this year’s IGA Perth Royal Show 2008. Each photograph has been judged by a 
panel of three highly-qualified judges.
